Chinese 3 is a rigorous academic course that takes an integrated communicative approach to 
empower students to speak Chinese, to listen to Chinese, to read Chinese (everyday social 
interactions), and to practice Chinese in various forms.  Our curriculum follows the standards 
recommended by the majority of colleges and universities in the United States, including the 
UC/CSU systems.
